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Handheld Grocery Shopping

How will the Jetsons do their grocery
shopping? If a trio of companies has their
way, it just might be with a Palm.

That might sound crazy, but the
ScottyScan—a Palm-based shopping sys-
tem—is already in field trials in Chicago.
ScottyScan is a Palm OS device (based
on Symbol’s SPT1500) with a special
barcode reader built in. Users “shop” by
choosing desired items from a database already
in the handheld or by scanning the UPC codes
of products in their pantry. To make purchases,
all it takes is a HotSync. Coupons and other
discounts are applied electronically, and the
grocer arranges for delivery right to the front
door.

The best part is that the hardware is free—
the Chicago-based supermarket chain Scotty’s
Home Market provides the scanners to custom-
ers as a part of the home-shopping trials.

If you’re not a Chicago native but yearn to buy gro-
ceries from the comfort of your kitchen, don’t fret—
this is a technology that seems to be catching on. The
Web grocer Shoplink.com is rolling out a similar sys-
tem in three cities, including Boston. Shoplink’s ver-
sion of the ScottyScan is called the Grocer-eScan, and
it’s based on Handspring’s Visor. The barcode reader
and shopping database are, not surprisingly, stored in
a Springboard module.

The company behind both grocery systems is
HighPoint Systems (www.highpoint.com). HighPoint
has high expectations for ScottyScan and Grocer-

Prof-
its reportedly grew by 78%, a
surprise given that the third
quarter is typically Palm’s slow-
est. The company also indicated
it has sold approximately 6 mil-
lion Palm handhelds.

And while we’re rarely a fan of
Palm game sounds, Atom Smash’s taste-
ful bleeps really enhance the game. We
didn’t scramble to disable the sound af-
ter just a few levels.

Atom Smash has a laundry list of
Breakout-style features: 64 levels, six dif-
ferent kinds of power-ups, four kinds of
bricks and so on. To say that there are six
kinds of power-ups doesn’t really give you
a feel for the gameplay, though—you’re
showered with more falling power-ups

ping Appliances.” “Shoppers can add Corn
Flakes to their Smart Shopping Appliance
faster than writing it on paper,” says a
HighPoint spokeman, suggesting that in-
cremental shopping—buying items a few
at a time instead of making a list and then

going for a big shopping trip—will be-
come the preferred way to shop.

HighPoint also cites portability—the
ability to shop anytime, anywhere—
as a compelling advantage. Will
people stop visiting the grocery
store in favor of scanning their
own groceries at home? We’ll
test the service when it’s more
widely available, so stay tuned.
